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COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The purpose of this course is to explore the literature of other cultures, particularly those under th
British Commonwealth, in an effort to understand the tensions that played out between indigenou
thought and colonial rule. As an LBST course, this class will expose students not only to diverse
literature, but by addressing issues such as the commonwealth and colonialism-it will introduce t
the social and ﬁolitical systems in which that literature exists. Above all, | hope the students -in t
encounters with world literatures-will re-examine tacit assumptions about identity, authority, and
subjectivity. By the end of the class, we will have covered enough material to consider what worlg
literature means in an era of globalization, thus bringing us to a more concrete sense of what "pos
colonialism” means and why it is significant.
