· CBAM -- concerns-based innovation measurement-- of student journals in both classes, which can also be coded for UNCC reflection papers 

· PRICA – cross-cultural communication anxiety, self-report standardized survey instrument which will be self-reported by both classes prior to clinical, at the end of clinical, and by AlzAssn participants in training sessions 

· Performance checklist of communications skills for instructors in the clinical setting: the KATHY (draft attached) which will be filled out for both classes by instructors observing in the field and will later be carried over to other field-based assessments and can be adapted to self-report journal from volunteer at AlzAssn sessions
· Performance checklist of intervention-responses for instructors in the clinical setting, on student and resident post-intervention mood-change, which I’ll adapt (over the break)to both instructor observation and elicitation from a field-based self-reported pilot in spring 05  -- which can also be self-report by volunteers at AlzAssn sessions

· Quantitative analysis of interaction with materials, by gender/ethnicity/age/first language, supported by moodle software, of how often, how far along in the course,  and for how long a time any single activity on the website is visited –

· Materials sensitivity: This evaluation form, already devised and currently under review by our IRB,  should be completed by both sets of students, as it will be used by UNCC and WSSU students, and AlzAssn participants 

· Materials suitability: This will be evaluated by Mary and by Linda, their call as to how they want to do it.
· ??? Focus Groups, materials sensitivity. Is there any chance we could convene a focus group of 5 people from each class to talk about the materials?
