Syllabus
I.  Purposes:
1.  To identify multimedia and network resources which help improve the understanding of content or discipline of language arts.
2.  To be aware of the changes in teaching patterns, learning patterns, instructional sources and resources, instructional methods, media and technology, and curriculum design.
3.  To find the possibility of the use of multimedia in learning, teaching and research.
4.  To share findings, experiences and models with others in the collaborative academy.
5.  To assess courseware and learning resources by some criteria.

1.  Multimedia and network resources in language teaching.
2.  Changes in teaching patterns, learning patterns, instructional sources and resources, instructional methods, media and technology, and curriculum design.
3.  To compose web-pages, on-line tests, forums and reading clubs for virtual language instruction.
4.  Development of network literacy, cross-cultural communication, collaborative learning, learning resources, and presentation modes
5.  Assessments of courseware and learning resources
III.  Performance:

1.  To read assigned articles in hard copies and on the website.
2.  To give an individual reports to one self-selected article.
3.  To participate in class-discussions, To composes Powerpoint slides (for web-delivery), web-pages, on-line tests, forums and reading clubs for virtual language instruction. (Practice makes perfect.)
4.  To participate in a mid-term project on “A Cross-Cultural Intergenerational Lesson" (CCIL) with UNCC students by doing e-mail exchanges, on-line chats (http://www.nicenet.org.), and net-meetings 
(http://163.32.83.90/vc/index.html). Then write a mid-term paper and an on-line questionnaire.

	According to Dr. Boyd Davis (2007), intergenerational refers to the interaction of people from a younger generation with elders.  The younger generation could be young children with grandparents, or high school youth or college students.


5.  To do a final project on by “Comparison of two English Courseware Designs”.  Then write a final report.
